Resolutions…

A. The Ecclesfield Conservation Society was formed, and is being established, as a “not‑for‑profit” organisation as defined by the terms under which “not-for-profit” organisations are exempt from the requirement to notify or register under the Data Protection Act(s).

B. A copy of the constitutional clauses below (with their bracketed notes) be …

a. given to everybody whose details the Society holds, with a request that if they do not want to abide by the clauses, that they erase any and all data supplied by the conservation society;
b. be clearly printed or referenced on any future sheets handed round for people to put their contact details on;
c. be displayed on our web site http://conservation.ecclesfieldgroups.com; and

d. be included in the constitution of the Ecclesfield Conservation Society.

Constitutional Clauses

1. That the Ecclesfield Conservation Society is a “not-for-profit” organisation as defined by the terms under which “not-for-profit” organisations are exempt from the requirement to notify or register under the Data Protection Act(s). [JP: This is currently believed to imply that the organisation is not to be conducted for profit, but is a voluntary organisation. Any money that is donated, raised, or collected, and any profit or surplus it might make is to be used for the organisation’s own activities, and not to enrich officers, members or others].

2. All data held by the Ecclesfield Conservation Society is to be used exclusively for purposes which are exempt from the requirement to notify or register under the Data Protection Act(s). [JP: Currently believed to limit use of personal data for the purposes of establishing and maintaining membership or support. In particular…

a. Data subjects are believed to be restricted to past, existing or prospective members, those who have regular contact with the Society, and other persons for whom the processing of data is necessary for the exempt purposes.

b. Data classes are believed to be restricted to names, addresses, identifiers, and other data which is necessary for the exempt purposes.

c. Disclosures are believed to be restricted to those made with the consent of the data subjects, and to those third parties whose disclosure is necessary for the exempt purposes.
d. Retention it is believed that personal data cannot be kept after the relationship between the conservation society and the data subject ends. ]
3. As part of their acceptance of that data, all officers and members of the Ecclesfield Conservation Society agree that data controlled or processed by or on behalf of the Society will be handled in accordance with the provisions of the data protection act(s). [JP: Currently believed to be embodied in the 8 principles at http://www.opsi.gov.uk/acts/acts1998/ukpga_19980029_en_9 ]
Contents of square brackets [ ] are not part of the constitution, but describe what Jim Percival as minutes secretary believes are the consequences of the preceding clause at the time of writing.
[General Clauses]

1) All the transactions and other activities of the Ecclesfield Conservation Society shall fall within those allowed by the Data Protection Act(s) for "not for profit" organisations which are exempt from the requirement to notify or register under the Data Protection Act(s).

[Data Protection Clauses]

2) The Society shall not control, process or hold personal information which cannot be controlled, processed or held by "not for profit" organisations which are exempt from the requirement to notify or register under the Data Protection Act(s).

3) The Society will not hold personal information on people for whom holding personal information would place the Society outside the exemption from the requirement to notify or register under the Data Protection Act(s).

4) The Society will not control, process, or disclose personal information, in a way which would place the Society outside the exemption from the requirement to notify or register under the Data Protection Act(s).

[People giving their personal information to the Ecclesfield Conservation Society]

5) Members and others giving their personal information to the Society are thereby agreeing that the information they supply may be used for the purposes of the Society as limited by the above Data Protection Clauses.

6) Members and others giving their personal information to the Ecclesfield Conservation Society, are thereby agreeing that any personal information they receive from the Society will either be deleted, or will only be processed or revealed in ways which it can be processed or revealed by "not for profit" organisations which are exempt from the requirement to notify or register under the Data Protection Act(s).

Alternatives to our doing the above
We could make the clauses 1. and 2 specific in the hope of making them more understandable. E.g. by saying what we will and will not do with the data.  Alternatively, we could register under the data protection act at a cost of £35/year, which would allow us to be less specific, and thus reduce the restrictions above.
