The Green area in question lies adjacent to St. Mary’s church and Priory Road. This piece of land was born in 1973 after 1972 demolition of cottages and reading rooms. There has to be a minimum of 20 years without any building activity, this works in our favor, other than grassing and putting down footpaths in 1973 no work has been carried out on this site other than grass cutting and tree

We know that the area in question has been used by the general public and local residents since the grass was grown and activities on this area include

And has been used for countless other activities and at no time was anyone approached and asked to stop. The area has first class disabled access and is ideal for a village green.

We have obtained from English Village Greens a voting form which has been adopted to suit our needs. It is thought we could offer these to our members , church congregation and all parties genuinely interested in the creation of OUR VILLAGE GREEN.
