TC MiniMart:  It was decided to write to Sheffield City Council to enquire about the sign above the TC Minimart in St. Marys Lane, in relation to the regulations which apply to all buildings in the Ecclesfield Conservation Area.

The decision to ask the question followed information reported to us by a number of our members to the effect that since 22nd May 2008, the council had been expecting a planning application to resolve the issue. We then invited the owner of the shop to speak to us, which led to him making a presentation to our meeting of 21st July. When (as far as we were aware), no planning application for either the existing, or a modified sign had been made, a question on the issue was tabled in Point 2 ii) of the agenda to this meeting. This agenda was circulated a week prior to the meeting, and raised and thoroughly discussed during the meeting. The decision to write was then proposed and supported without objection from any of the members present.

The meeting decided not to lodge an official objection to the existing sign. However, from the discussions, it is likely that the issue is likely to be tabled in the next agenda, and the response of the Sheffield City Council discussed at the next meeting.
